Program Title:  Visually Impaired Program
Program Description:  The Visually Impaired Program is for those that already hold a teaching certification and want to become a Teacher of the Visually Impaired.  This program is a partnership with the New Mexico School for the Blind and Visually Impaired.  
Application Procedures/Requirements:  Students must be admitted to Graduate School as well as the Department of Special Education.  A teaching certification in special education, elementary education or any content area is required.  There are tuition scholarships available for those that meet the qualifications from NMSBVI.

Program Course Requirements:  There are 24 hours of graduate credit required for the New Mexico Certification for the Teacher of the Visually Impaired.  A new cohort begins in the summer each year.  The courses are offered online, in a sequential manner and there are prerequisites for each course.  Each semester the student must attend at least 3 University Face to Face meetings.
